Internet Connectivity: Every team is required to have the necessary electronic
equipment along with a stable internet connection. Any issues with respect to the
device failure, connectivity issues etc. shall be the responsibility of the team itself.
In the event of any of the participants in a round facing technical/ audio-video/
network issues, such that they exit the Court Room or are unable to engage
properly, a time of 5-7 minutes shall be provided for said participants to
reconnect with alternative internet connection/s. The affected participant must
immediately contact the organising committee in case of any such issue and

provide updates regarding the problem at their respective end.

Introduction Protocol: While counsel may introduce themselves to the judges in
the usual manner, the team’s law school affiliation must not be mentioned at any
time before, during, or after the oral argument. This is crucial as some judges

may preside over multiple rounds, and anonymity must be maintained.

Recording: All the sessions will be recorded. The participants hereby consent to
be recorded. Further, the recording may be uploaded on the Social Media
Handles (including YouTube) of the TSCLD for knowledge-sharing purposes.

Communication with Judges: All team members and individuals affiliated with
a team are strictly prohibited from speaking with the judges before a round to

ensure fairness and impartiality.

Timing: Kindly join the meeting link at least 10 minutes before your scheduled

time to ensure the event runs smoothly.

Dress Code: We request all team participants to wear Indian/Western Formals

for the online rounds.

Electronic Devices: Use of any electronic devices, other than the device used to
access the Competition’s Videoconferencing platform, is not permitted during
the round. Photographing and screen recording by the teams during the round is

also forbidden.
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The organising committee reserves the right to make any other residuary rule required

for the orderly and fair conduct of the Competition.
